Truth leading to educated parents... and saved kids

This last year, CCHR Florida has been VERY active at educating parents and stopping the psychiatric
frenzy against children. Specifically we have accomplished the following:

* 25 individuals — most of them children who were seriously harmed from abusive psychiatric
diagnosis and/or abusive treatment were directly connected to CCHR Florida and as a result
chose alternative, natural and fully valid remedies to their personal troubles.

¢ We filed 18 complaints just this last year against psychiatric malpractice. As a result 5
psychiatrists were disciplined and/or their license revoked. And more are on their way to find
another job.

¢ We published 30 articles on the subject of psychiatric abuses on children.

® We have accumulated a total of 80 allied groups and individuals who also work hard at saving our
children from abusive psychiatric drugging.

®  Over 200 radio stations aired our radio shows = just over the last 6 month:s.

Altogether, in 2007 hundreds of thousands of parentsvin Florida have been
informed and educated on how to save their children from abusive psychiatric
drugging.

The dark side of Psycho-Mania

Your children’s brains are worth a lot of money. This is a harsh statement but the following “ugly”
statistics reflect the psychiatric frenzy for children:

* In the past 7 years, the number of Florida children prescribed psychotropic drugs increased by
250%. Last year alone more than 18,000 state kids on Medicald were given prescriptions for
antipsychotic drugs — most of which are usually used to “treat” adults only.

*  Kids as young as 3 years old have been given these dangerous drugs, against the FDA’s many
warnings of their serious dangers and secondary effects. 1,100 children under 6 were prescribed
psychiatric drugs “normally” prescribed to adults only.

» The Florida tax payers’ bill for the drugs jumped from $9 million seven years ago up to nearly $30
million in 2006. The cost to tax payers for atypical antipsychotic drugs jumped nearly 500% in the
last 7 years. ’

*  Today over 10 million kids in the USA are on highly addictive, mind altering psychiatrif drugs -
one out of every 6] Just in Florida, approximately 25% of public schools children are taking psych
drugs, under the “guidance” of psych-influenced school authorities..

* National Sales of ADHD (Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder) drugs have increased from
$759 million in 2000 to $3.1 billion in 2004, and an estimate of over $5 billion in 2007.

The Real Problem ~ and the Solution

Parents are not informed about all the potential risks to child when they agree to a
psychiatric drug prescription. They are not informed that the diagnoses for which they are prescribed are
unlike medical diseases but are solely based on opinions.

There is no physical test—blood or urine test, "chemical imbalance” test or x-ray or brain scan—
that can determine the physical existence or cause of the "mental disorder.” Millions of children are
prescribed these drugs when they have simply never been taught to read or may be suffering from
allergies, lead poisoning or other environmental toxic effects.

The solution?

Inform more, educate more. This is why we need you. If you are a member, find one friend who
can become a member. if you are not, become one.
